SUBJECT: Government liability
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified
in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 601.8 of Title 69, unless there
is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

The state, county or political subdivision shall be immune from
liability if a claim for damages results from the use, repair or
maintenance of cattle guards or other device designed to impede the
movement of livestock, wildlife or other animals on public roadways.

SECTION 2. This act shall become effective November 1, 2019.
