AS INTRODUCED 

 

An Act relating to public finance; establishing the 

Oklahoma State Government Open Meetings One-Stop 

Initiative; requiring the Chief Information Officer 

to maintain an online web presence for the agendas of 

all open meetings of state agencies, boards, and 

commissions; requiring searchable functionality; 

authorizing promulgation of procedures; requiring all 

subject bodies to be in compliance by certain date; 

providing for codification; and providing an 

effective date.  

 

 

 

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 34.11.5.1 of Title 62, unless 

there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

A.  There is hereby established the "Oklahoma State Government 

Open Meetings One-Stop Initiative". 

B.  The Chief Information Officer shall develop and maintain an 

online web presence at the web address "openmeetings.ok.gov", or 

such other successor website maintained by, or on behalf of, the 

state, as deemed appropriate by the Chief Information Officer.  The 

site shall provide public access to the agendas of all open meetings 
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held by all state agencies, boards, and commissions.  The site shall 

include functionality allowing site visitors to search agendas by 

term. 

C.  The Chief Information Officer shall promulgate procedures by 

which each state agency, board, and commission shall submit a 

searchable electronic version of each open meeting agenda to the 

"openmeetings.ok.gov" website, no fewer than twenty-four (24) hours 

prior to each open meeting. 

D.  By July 1, 2020, all state agencies, boards and commissions 

shall fully comply with procedures promulgated pursuant to the terms 

of this section. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective November 1, 2019. 
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
