AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to crimes and punishments; amending
21 0.S. 2011, Sections 1192 and 1192.1, which relate
to penalties for knowingly transmitting infectious
diseases; expanding scope of crime to include certain
sexually transmitted diseases; providing that certain
acts are insufficient to establish intent; defining
terms; decreasing penalties; updating and clarifying
elements of certain prohibited act; and providing an
effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:
SECTION 1. AMENDATORY 21 0.S. 2011, Section 1192, is
amended to read as follows:
