AS INTRODUCED 

 

An Act relating to higher education; prohibiting 

resident tuition from being charged to certain 

veterans with certain disability rating within The 

Oklahoma State System of Higher Education and the 

system of career technology districts; restricting 

waivers of tuition to certain time period; providing 

for codification; and providing an effective date. 

 

 

 

 

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 3231 of Title 70, unless there 

is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

A.  Within The Oklahoma State System of Higher Education and the 

system of career technology districts overseen by the State Board of 

Career and Technology Education, no resident tuition shall be 

charged to residents of the state presenting proper certification 

from the United States Veterans Administration or the Armed Forces 

of the United States certifying such veteran has a service-connected 

disability rating of fifty percent (50%) or more. 
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B.  Such waiver of resident tuition shall be limited to a period 

of five (5) years. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective November 1, 2019. 
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
