AS INTRODUCED 

 

An Act relating to public buildings and public works; 

requiring certain notice from the Office of 

Management and Enterprise Services prior to the 

issuance of certain change orders or addenda; 

permitting state agencies to accept or reject such 

change orders or addenda; authorizing promulgation of 

rules and procedures; providing for codification; and 

providing an effective date. 

 

 

 

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 220.1 of Title 61, unless there 

is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

A.  The Office of Management and Enterprise Services shall not 

issue change orders or addenda to public construction contracts 

entered into on behalf of any state agency without providing such 

agency with written notice no fewer than ten (10) business days in 

advance of issuance. 

B.  After an affected agency has been notified, and prior to the 

issuance of the change order or addenda, the affected agency shall 
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be permitted to respond to the Office of Management and Enterprise 

Services and accept or reject such change orders or addenda. 

C.  The Director of the Office of Management and Enterprise 

Services shall promulgate rules and establish procedures to 

implement the provisions of this section. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective November 1, 2019. 
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
