AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to roads, bridges and ferries;

amending 69 0.S. 2011, Section 1952, which relates to
definitions; modifying definition; amending 69 O.S.

2011, Section 1953, which relates to board

membership; modifying means of board appointment;

modifying board oversight; deleting staggered

terms

for board members; amending 69 0.S. 2011, Section
1954, which relates to the promulgation of rules;
modifying entity responsible for rule promulgation;
amending 69 0.S. 2011, Section 1962, which relates to
board independence; deleting requirement that board
receive certain independence; modifying board name;
modifying certain revolving fund name; amending 69
0.S. 2011, Section 1963, as amended by Section 585,

Chapter 304, 0.S.L. 2012 (69 0.S. Supp. 2020,

Section

1963), which relates to the Highway Construction
Materials Technician Certification Board Revolving
Fund; modifying certain fund name; modifying type of
monies received for deposit; modifying expenditure of

funds; and providing an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. AMENDATORY 69 0.S. 2011, Section 1952,

amended to read as follows:

Section 1952. For the purposes of the Oklahoma Highway

Construction Materials Technician Registration Act:
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1. "Authority" means the Oklahoma Turnpike Authority;

2. "Board" means the Highway Construction Materials Technician
Certification Advisory Board;

3. "Construction materials technician" means a person uniquely
qualified by education, specialized training and documented field
experience and who possesses certification issued by the Board to
take samples and conduct tests of materials used in the construction
of highways and bridges;

4. "Department" means the Department of Transportation;

5. "Program Director" means the person designated by the
Director of the Department of Transportation to administer the
training and examination activities of the Oklahoma Highway
Construction Materials Technician Registration Act; and

6. "Registration" means a certificate issued pursuant to the
Oklahoma Highway Construction Materials Technician Registration Act.

SECTION 2. AMENDATORY 69 0.S. 2011, Section 1953, is
amended to read as follows:

Section 1953. A. There is hereby created the Highway

Construction Materials Technician Certification Advisory Board which

shall consist of eleven (11) members to be appointed by—theGovernor

as follows:

1. The chair and three members may be appeinted—fromatist—-of

Aine—persons—submitted nominated for appointment by the Director of

the Department of Transportation;
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2. One member may be appeinted—Ffromatist—ofthreePpersens

submitted nominated for appointment by the Director of the Oklahoma

Turnpike Authority;

3. One member may be appointedfrom a tisteof three perseons

submitted nominated for appointment by the Association of County

Commissioners of Oklahoma;

4. Two members may be appointedfrom o tistof sixpersons

swbmitted nominated for appointment by the Association of Oklahoma

General Contractors;

5. One member may be appointedfrom o tist of three perseons

submitted nominated for appointment by the Oklahoma Asphalt Pavement

Association;

6. One member may be appeintedfrom atist—eof three persons

submitted nominated for appointment by the Oklahoma Chapter of the

American Concrete Pavement Association; and

7. One member may be aopporntedFrem o tistof+three persens

submitted nominated for appointment by the Federal Highway

Administration.
B. The chair and all other Board members appointed in
subsection A of this section shall serve three-year terms and shall

serve at the pleasure of the Gewvermoer Secretary of Transportation.

Members may be appointed for subsequent three-year terms.
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C. The Board shall select from its membership a vice-chair and
other officers as needed to serve one-year terms. The chair or
vice-chair shall preside at all meetings.

D. A majority of Board members shall constitute a quorum to
transact official business.

E. The Board shall meet quarterly. In addition, the Board
shall meet when called by the chair or the vice-chair in the absence

of the chair.

SECTION 3. AMENDATORY 69 0.S. 2011, Section 1954, is

amended to read as follows:

Section 1954. The Highway Construction Moterials TFechniecian

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oard Transportation Commission shall be authorized to

promulgate rules governing the training of construction inspectors,
first-line construction supervisors, and others not seeking
registration as a materials technician, and the examination and
registration of highway construction materials technicians and the
defining of categories and limitations for such registration and

providing requirements for the renewal of registration.
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SECTION 4. AMENDATORY 69 0.S. 2011, Section 1962, is

amended to read as follows:

B. Fees collected pursuant to the provisions of the Oklahoma
Highway Construction Materials Technician Registration Act shall be
determined by the Board pursuant to Article I of the Administrative
Procedures Act. All such fees collected shall be deposited in the
Highway Construction Materials Technician Certification Beard
Revolving Fund.

SECTION 5. AMENDATORY 69 0.S. 2011, Section 1963, as
amended by Section 585, Chapter 304, 0.S.L. 2012 (69 O0.S. Supp.
2020, Section 1963), 1s amended to read as follows:

Section 1963. There is hereby created in the State Treasury a
revolving fund to be designated the "Highway Construction Materials
Technician Certification Beard Revolving Fund". The fund shall be a
continuing fund, not subject to fiscal year limitations, and shall
consist of all monies received by—theBeard for deposit in the fund.
All monies accruing to the credit of the fund are hereby

appropriated and may be budgeted and expended by—the Beard for the
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certification of individuals seeking to become registered highway

construction materials technicians. Expenditures from the fund

shall be made upon warrants issued by the State Treasurer against
claims filed as prescribed by law with the Director of the Office of
Management and Enterprise Services for approval and payment.

SECTION 6. This act shall become effective November 1, 2021.
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
