Interstate 35 (I-35), appointed by the Speaker of the Oklahoma House

Section 2252. The Emergency Drought Relief Fund shall be
available for drought response activities within the state that may

include but shall not be limited to:

1. Pond cleanup and construction;
2. Water conservation methods in production agriculture;
3. Providing of water for livestock;
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4. Rural fire suppression activities as directed by the

Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Food, and Forestry;

5. Red cedar eradication;
6. Soil conservation;
7. Emergency infrastructure conservation and measures; =nd

8. Wildland fire response; and

9. Any other drought response activities identified by the
Emergency Drought Cemmissiern Committee.

SECTION 3. It being immediately necessary for the preservation
of the public peace, health or safety, an emergency is hereby
declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and

be in full force from and after its passage and approval.
