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Bill Summary and 

Fiscal Analysis: 

 

SB 205 allows the Oklahoma Medical Marijuana Authority (OMMA) to create a research license 

to facilitate the collection, analysis, and monitoring of patient-reported outcomes related to the 

use of medical marijuana. 

 

If enacted, the Authority cannot predict the increase or decrease in research licenses but will 

work with the licensing vendor to modify the existing application or modify it pursuant to 

SB205. Any costs to update the licensing system will require negotiation with the vendor.
