AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to elections; creating the Task Force
on Young Voter Engagement; providing issues task
force will examine; providing makeup of task force;

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified
in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 23-101 of Title 26, unless there
is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A. There is hereby created to continue until December 31, 2027,
the Task Force on Young Voter Engagement. The task force will
examine the issues related to voter turnout for voters under the age
of thirty (30) years and shall provide a report with recommendations
to the Legislature and the Governor's Office.

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1. Three persons between
