An Act relating to campaign finance and financial
disclosure; amending 11 0.S. 2021, Section 56-101,
56-102, 56-104, 56-105, 56-106, 56-107, 56-108, 56-
109, and 56-110, which relate to the Municipal
Campaign Finance and Financial Disclosure Act;
clarifying citation; modifying definition; requiring
campaign committees file statement of organization
with the Ethics Commission; requiring municipal
political committees file statement of organization
with the Ethics Commission; mandating reports of
certain municipal contributions and expenditures be
filed with Ethics Commission; clarifying that certain
required records under the Municipal Campaign Finance
and Financial Disclosure Act will be filed and stored
with the Ethics Commission; extending ability of the
Ethics Commission to post copies of certain records
on website for public records purposes; amending 19
0.S. 2021, Section 138.11, 138.12, 138.13, 138.14,
138.15, 138.16, 138.17, 138.18, and 138.19, which
relate to the County Campaign Finance and Financial
Disclosure Act; clarifying citation; modifying
definition; requiring campaign committees file
statement of organization with the Ethics Commission;
requiring county political committees file statement
of organization with the Ethics Commission; mandating
reports of certain county contributions and
expenditures be filed with Ethics Commission;
clarifying that certain required records under the
County Campaign Finance and Financial Disclosure Act
are will be filed and stored with the Ethics
Commission; clarifying statements of financial
interests required by the County Campaign Finance and
Financial Disclosure Act will be filed and stored
with the Ethics Commission; amending 70 0.S. 2021,

and expenditures by campaign committees and school
district political committees be filed with Ethics
Commission; clarifying that certain required records
under the Technology Center District and Independent
School District Campaign Finance and Financial
Disclosure Act will be filed and stored with the
Ethics Commission; clarifying statements of financial
interests required by the Technology Center District
and Independent School District Campaign Finance and
Financial Disclosure Act will be filed and stored
with the Ethics Commission; providing an effective
date; and declaring an emergency.

1. "Campaign committee" means a committee which may be composed
of one or more persons the purpose of which is to support the
election of a specific candidate to municipal office, whose name as
it will appear on the ballot shall appear in the name of the
committee;

2. "Municipal office" means any elective municipal office
established under state or municipal law; and

3. "Municipal political committee" means any committee composed
of one or more persons whose purpose includes the election or defeat
of one or more candidates for municipal office but which is not
required to register with the Ethies Cemmission—or the Federal
Election Commission.

SECTION 28. This act shall become effective July 1, 2025.

SECTION 29. It being immediately necessary for the preservation
of the public peace, health or safety, an emergency is hereby
declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and

be in full force from and after its passage and approval.
