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Research Analysis

HB 1008, as introduced, prohibits performing or attempting to perform an abortion except in a
case where it is necessary to preserve the life of a pregnant woman. The person performing the
abortion or attempting to do so must prioritize preserving the life of both the pregnant woman
and the baby. If the birth of the baby is judged to be a threat to the pregnant person's life, then an
abortion may be performed. The measure removes the definition of medical emergency from the
statute.
