The committee substitute for HB 1082 adds that there will be a rebuttable presumption that joint 

custody and equally shared parenting time is in the best interest of the child. The measure also 

adds that in proceedings where a parent is a registrant on the Sex Offenders Registration Act, the 

Mary Rippy Violent Crime Offenders Registration Act, or similar registration in another state, 

there will be a rebuttable presumption that sole custody or any shared parenting plan with this 

parent is detrimental and not in the best interest of the child. It will presumed to be in the best 

interest of the child to reside with a parent not subject to any of these registries.
