HB 1413 establishes that any pleas of guilty or nolo contendere or finding of guilt domestic
violence is to constitute a conviction of the offense for the purpose of any subsection of this
section under which the existence of a prior conviction is relevant for a period of ten years
following the completion of any sentence or court imposed probationary term.
