Fiscal Analysis 

 

HB 1472 subjects employees of a registered long-term care facility to civil penalties, as 

determined by the State Commissioner of Health, if the individual publicly promotes memory 

care, Alzheimer's care, or dementia care as a service of the facility when the facility does not 

meet the criteria in accordance to the Alzheimer's Dementia and Other Forms Dementia Special 

Care Disclosure Act.
