The proposed oversight committee substitute for HB 1512 authorizes the Insurance 

Commissioner to apply for a federal waiver with the U.S. Secretary of Health and Human 

Services that would allow the state to modify certain requirements of the Affordable Care Act. 

The commissioner may also establish and operate a health insurance marketplace exchange. 

Additionally, the measure creates the State-based Exchange Revolving Fund.
