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Research Analysis 

 

The Floor substitute for HB 1521 allows: 

 

• an AP English Seminar to count towards one of the English Language requirements for 

high school graduation; and 

• the 1/2 unit of required financial literacy to be fulfilled through an AP course whose 

content substantially addresses the required concepts. 

 

Otherwise, the measure is mostly clean up language. It repeals two sections of law, but the 

language is not actually removed. It is moved to another section, which results in all the public 

high school graduation requirements being consolidated under one section of law.  

 

These are the repealed sections of law:

CHANGES BETWEEN COMMITTEE SUB AND FLOOR SUB 

 

The Floor substitute removes language that would have allowed a computer science course to 

fulfill a science course requirement for graduation, and also removes language modifying math 

graduation requirements.
