HB 2263 prohibits the holding or using a hand-held cellular telephone by the operator of a motor 

vehicle while the vehicle is in motion. The measure modifies the fine structure by limiting the 

fine to $5 and court costs not to exceed $95. The measure apportions the court costs. The 

measure prohibits the confiscation of a cellular phone by law enforcement and prohibits the 

extraction of information from the device unless the officer has probable cause the device was 

used in the commission of a crime.
