The committee substitute for HB 2736 specifies that applicants for a certified public accountant 

certificate to practice in any jurisdiction must submit to a criminal background check conducted 

by the Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation (OSBI), with the results provided directly to the 

Oklahoma Accountancy Board. The measure also removes the requirement that applicants must 

reside in the state immediately prior to submitting their application.
