Engrossed SB 536 requires the secretary of the county election board to notify the Secretary of 

the State Election Board who they are employing as the assistant secretary of the county election 

board. The measure also establishes that the assistant secretary of the county election board is to 

execute the duties of the secretary during any absence or vacancy in the office of the secretary of 

the county election board. If authorized by the Secretary of the State Election Board, the assistant 

secretary of the county election board can stand in as a voting member of the election board 

during absences or vacancies of the secretary.
