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Bill Analysis

SB 216 provides that any person who has been convicted of an offense whose license has expired
while in the custody of the Department of Corrections within the last 3 years shall have the
expiration date of his or her license extended for a period of 6 months after he or she is released
from custody.Upon release from custody, Service Oklahoma shall mail a replacement driver
license to an address provided by the person. The provisions of this measure related to
provisional licenses shall not apply to any person convicted of an offense that requires the
mandatory revocation of his or her driver license. The measure also provides that any reinstated
license that has expired during the period of suspension or revocation shall be valid for a 90-day
period after the reinstatement date. The Department of Corrections shall provide inmates with
relevant documentation to obtain a provisional license before release from custody.
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
