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Bill Analysis 

 

SB 268 prohibits any person from applying sludge generated from wastewater, compost that uses 

such sludge, and any other material that contains such sludge on any land in the state nor shall 

such sludge be sold in the state for such use. The measure directs the Department of 

Environmental Quality to conduct a study and to develop a long-term plan to prohibit the land 

application of septage. The Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Food, and Forestry is directed 

to develop a plan to protect agricultural producers who are impacted by perfluoroalkyl and 

polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) contamination.  
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
