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Bill Analysis

SB 381 provides that any felon who has completed his or her sentence for a nonviolent crime and
had no additional misdemeanor or felony convictions or charges pending for 5-year period shall
have the right to possess, carry, or transport a non-semi-automatic firearm, apply to carry a
handgun, and carry out any duty that requires the possession of a firearm. Such rights shall once
again be forfeited upon receiving a misdemeanor or felony conviction. Certain crimes relating to
domestic abuse, child abuse, incest, indecent exposure, and stalking shall not be eligible for such
restoration.
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
