AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to schools; amending 70 0.S. 2021,
Section 1210.229-6, which relates to character
education; requiring the State Board of Education to
develop a program of positive character traits and
personal skills education; providing for contents of
program; directing the State Department of Education
to make certain information available on its website;
modifying certain honor roll; removing language
regarding the awarding of grants for implementation
of certain pilot projects; directing public school
districts and charter schools to consult with certain
committee prior to implementing certain program;
providing for committee membership; providing an
effective date; and declaring an emergency.
